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Very few modern publications have comprehensive descriptions of faunas and floras of stratigraphic units. This type of publication was fairly common in the late Nineteenth and Twentieth Centuries. These older publications are difficult to find and many are fragile. Thankfully, a number of dedicated people are digitizing and publishing these online. However, more modern taxonomies and photographs of these faunas and floras are lacking, making the situation difficult for the next generation of paleontologists. I have been compiling information about three Carboniferous macrofaunas from eastern North America—the Nada Member of the Borden Formation (late 

Tournaisian), the Somerset Shale Member of the Salem Formation (Visean), and the Sloans Valley Member of the Paragon Formation (the member is latest Visean). Prototype web pages for each of these have been published online at bit.ly/1iHZGkG, bit.ly/1evGrDV, and bit.ly/1byjTBy, respectively.
